It is indeed a great pleasure to be here today on the occasion of the Inauguration of the new
building of Samrpan Education & Research Campus, and to interact in the Guest Lecture Series with the
students of various faculties of Bapu GKV & Samarpan Campus on the topic “Creative Role of Students in
the Future of India.”

| am really impressed by this scenic campus so lovingly established by Bapu Shri Shankersinhji
Vaghela to empower the young citizens of this great land, Gujarat. The campus with all stone
architecture set in lush green landscape and beautifully planned gardens, spread over 40 acres of land,
provides an idyllic environment to engage in academic and learning activities for the bright young
students of Bapu GKV & Samarpan Campus.

Nelson Mandela has said that “Education is the most powerful weapon which you can be used to
change the world”. It is a great opportunity for all the students to be a part of the great vision of
Shri Shankersinh Vaghela in empowering today’s young generation with top class education in the fields
of Technology, Pharmaceuticals, Science, Commerce, Law, Architecture and Nursing. The roots
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education provided by these great Institutions will enable our young student achievers to grow and
branch out into different parts of the world, spreading the shadow of love, peace and fruits of
development.

A country does not mean just its physical boundaries, or the cities and villages itis made up of, or
the natural resources available in it. It also comprises of the most valuable resource of all - its popultion
consisting of men and women of all ages from different walks of life. We are a nation that boasts of more
than 65% of our population in the age group of 35 years or younger. It is on the shoulders of this vast
youth brigade that the future of this great nation rests.

Students are those youth who are in the process of acquiring skill sets in different forms- may it be
formal education or vocational training courses. From the History of this vast country, we have learnt
about the major role played by students in our Independence Movement. The experience and
knowledge of our great leaders led by Mahatma Gandhi combined with the vigour and dynamism of our
students brought us the desired result in the form of Independence. Now the time has come to take up
the mantle againinleading our country to be a top economic force inthe world.

Students are an integral part of the societal fabric. They must understand the importance of the
relationship between themselves as individuals and society as a whole. It is undoubted that the main
occupation of students is studying. But this does not give them the liberty to isolate themselves from the
happenings of the world surrounding them.

One of the greatest challenges faced by India is its unemployed youth. In spite of a fast growing
economy like ours, where new Industries and thereby new opportunities spring up every day, a large
segment of our youth are deprived of job opportunities owing to the lack of education and skill. It is in
this dimension that a well educated student force can be most helpful in Nation Building. Students can
be a part of the Public Private Partnership of education system, where they can volunteer to assist in
imparting primary education to those children who are deprived of it. There are innumerable examples
of students not justimparting knowledge, but actively participating in building up systems for education
for slum dwellers and adult educationin urban andrural areas.

This is the era of Technology. The vast potential we have in educating the population of this
country in non-class room environments can be brought about by our tech savvy students. Students
could develop economically affordable platforms for providing basic education in the form of online
classrooms.

During the recent floods in Chennai, Tamilnadu, it was observed that a vast network of student
volunteers joined hands with various Governmental and Non-governmental organizations in relief
works. Disaster Management is another area where the energy and enthusiasm of the students can
effectively aid the wisdom of experience in case of crisis or disasters.
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Students could form volunteer groups with the guidance of their mentors in areas susceptible to
various natural disasters. They could use technology in providing information about upcoming weather
scenarios and possible evacuation plans before the event and data regarding availability of relief
materials, location of relief centres etc. after the event.

Today, our country is facing a skewed gender ratio of 943 females per 1000 males. Gender
inequality is also reflected in India’s low rank on UNDP’s Gender Inequality Index. In 2014,the country
ranked 127 out of 146 countries with a value of 0.563. Students can play a vital role in creating
awareness about the negative effects of female infanticide by means of extensive and campaign
activities.

The youth of today has a bright vision for the future. They want a world free of poverty,
unemployment, inequality and intolerance. It is the role of our student population in creating and
spreading awareness of these problems faced by our society. The students should join hands with
various decision makers in publicand private sector in discovering and realizing this beautiful dream.

As | said earlier, India is a young country, in which nearly 65% of its 1.2 Billion population is
younger than 35 years of age. At the current population growth rate, it is expected that the nation will
add another 10-12 mn people to the workforce every year. This means that by the year 2030, the
working age population of people in the 16-65 years bracket will cross the 1 billion mark. Providing
gainful employment to this vast labour force is a big challenge. By choosing appropriate rate and pattern
of economic growth we can convert this challenge into an opportunity. The nation has to equip itself to
realize this demographic dividend. When many other countries in the world face a challenge of staid
demographic dividend, when many other countries in the world face a challenge of static or declining
population, the youth of India could fulfill the demand for skilled labour worldwide. The demographic
dividend can be realized only if our work force is properly educated and acquires relevant skills for
gainful employment. A good education system must also promote the value system enshrined in our
Constitution.

| wish to emphasis that what we receive in the class room is information, what we preserve is
knowledge, what we use is intelligence, but what, when and how we use it is wisdom. | urge all of you to
make use of this excellent opportunity provided by Shri Shankersinhji Vaghela and get an education in
the real sense of a Global Human being.

CODE OF CONDUCT FOR TEACHERS

Every teacher should strive to expand his/her knowledge base and explore opportunities of
professional development.

Teachers shall not engage in giving external coaching to students outside college premises
for monetary gains.

Teachers must work towards creating a suitable atmosphere of teaching and learning,
thereby taking the institution to the heights of academic excellence.

Membership of subject specific professional organizations should be sought.

Teachers shall not discriminate among students on the basis of caste, color or religion and
treat all the students on equal footing.

Complete confidentiality in examination related work is to be observed and fair conduct in
assessment is expected from the teachers.

Teachers must be punctual and conduct the classes as per time table regularly. They can
leave the campus before time with prior permission of the Principal.

Teachers should inform the Principal in advance before going on leave. If the teacher has to
avail the leave due to inevitable circumstances, he/she must inform the Principal and Head
ofthe Department immediately for the smooth conduct of classes.

Teachers must behave amicably with colleagues and authorities; avoiding confrontation of
any kind. Any constructive observation or criticism in the interest of the institution should
be made to the Principal in person, without going public about it.

Making any unfavorable comments about colleagues in the presence of students, parents
or officials is to be avoided.

General decorum and decency in the dress code should be observed strictly.

A teacher must always remember that he/she is a brand ambassador of the college and
conduct themselves in the most dignified manner in dealing with stakeholders.

Ateacher must transcend the syllabus and educate the students about civic, democratic and
constitutional values. They shall inculcate a spirit of inquiry among students rather than
promote rote learning.

Counseling of students is to be carried out periodically to help them cope up with
emotional, psychological or domestic problems.

Teachers are expected to follow the guidelines of Sexual Harassment of Women at
Workplace (Prevention, Prohibition and Redressal) Act 2013.

Employees shall not create groups or pages on social media (Whatsapp, Facebook,
Instagram etc.) to pass on information in the name of the college without the prior
permission of college authorities. They shall not use the emblem of college under any
circumstances.

Teachers are expected to perform all the duties assigned by Constitutional Bodies of the
GovtoflIndia.

CODE OF CONDUCT FOR STUDENTS

The students shall always carry I — cards with them and produce the same whenever being
asked to by the college authorities.

Students shall not indulge in any political activities on the campus. They shall conduct
meetings and organize events only with prior permission of the Principal.

Ragging is strictly banned on the college campus. Any student found flouting the norms,
abetting group conflicts and causing damage to or loss of property shall be subjected to
disciplinary action or summarily suspended from the college, depending on the gravity of
misconduct.

Students are expected to work harmoniously with their peers and assist their teachers in
executing various academic and co-curricular activities.

Students shall park their vehicles in the parking space only and are forbidden to blow horn or
indulge in bike race on the campus.

Tobacco products, liquor and other intoxicants are strictly prohibited on the campus. Any
student found possessing such substances or spitting shall be fined as per norms. No student
shall deface the walls of the college building, benches or throw garbage in the college
premises.

The safety of girl students is given utmost priority by the college authority. Students shall
behave politely with their fellow girl students and teachers. Any incident of such harassment
will be taken very seriously and strict action will be taken against the student/s.

Students shall not create groups or pages on social media (Whatsapp, Facebook, Instagram
etc.) and pass on information in the name of the college without the prior permission of college
authorities. They shall not use the emblem of college under any circumstances.

Use of Mobile phones in the campus is not allowed.

Every student has to participate in either of the following activities: NSS, Sports or Co-
curricular activities, as mandated by the University.

All the students are expected to be regular in the classroom. No student shall enter the
classroom 15 minutes after the commencement of the lecture, without prior permission of the
teacher.

All the students shall have to take the examinations and submit the assignments in time. If a
student can’t remain present in the examination for genuine reasons, he/she has to take the
mandatory retest examination by paying nominal fees.

Strict discipline is to be followed in the examination. Any instance of fraud or malpractice will
be sternly dealt with. Discourtesy towards teachers and staff members will result in
disciplinary action.

Students are not allowed to enter the Principal office, Staff room or Admin office without prior
permission.

Students shall keep the classrooms neat and clean. Any eatables are not allowed in the
classroom and are to be consumed in the canteen only. The class representative shall make sure
to turn off fans and lights after the class is over.

Any grievance or discrepancy should be brought to the notice of the Principal only.
Summoning any external agency or media by the students is prohibited.

The Principal remains the ultimate authority to frame, interpret and implement rules and
regulations in the interest of the institution.
